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This workshop will provide participants with a general
overview of directing. Participants will also learn about
how directors communicate with actors and technicians
to solve various problems in the creative process.

Mr Terence Chang is a Senior Lecturer (Directing) at
The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts. He
graduated from the Academy’s School of Drama,
majoring in Directing. He later completed his master’s
degree in Applied Theatre at The Royal Central School
of Speech and Drama, UK. Mr Chang has directed a
great number of popular productions. He also serves as
a member on the Theatre Panel of the Programme and
Development Committee, Leisure and Cultural Services
Department, and as a specialist at the Hong Kong
Council for Accreditation of Academic and Vocational
Qualifications. In 2003, Mr Chang was awarded
the Hong Kong Drama Professionalism Award in
recognition of his endeavours in educational theatre.
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
