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Eligibility For PhD Admission

To register for the degree of PhD, an applicant must normally hold a postgraduate
degree containing a significant research component, such as a dissertation,
conferred by a recognised university.

In exceptional crcumstances, students with a Bachelor’s degree with First Class
Honours, or the equivalent, may be admitted directly to the PhD programme.
Such applicants may be required to pass an examination.

English Language Requirements

Applicants who have not obtained a degree of which the language of instruction
was English from a recognised university are normally required to obtain:

An overall score of at least 6.5 in the Intemational English Language Testing
System (IELTS); or

A Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) score of 80 or above for the
Intermet-based test or 550 or above for the paper-based test.

All English language test scores are considered valid for two years after the date of
the test.

The thesis shall be presented in English. If another language, which is considered
more appropriate to the subject, is to be used in the presentation of the thesis,
permission will have to be sought at the point of admission.
